The City of Port Adelaide Enfield is continuing its involvement with the SALA (South Australian Living 

Artists) Festival by supporting and promoting emerging and professional artists involved in the annual 

event.  

 

Council is supporting local artists taking part in the Festival by subsidising artist registrations with a $100 

capped rebate. Artists who do not reside within Port Adelaide Enfield but who wish to register an 

exhibition in the Council area are also eligible to claim the rebate.

If you live, create or 

exhibit in the city of Charles Sturt you may be eligible for up to $100 subsidy on your SALA registration.
